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NOTICE TO HACEP RESIDENTS

REVISIONS TO THE RESIDENTIAL (DWELLING) LEASE AGREEMENT

It is the mission of the Housing Authority of the City of El Paso, Texas (HACEP) to provide housing for low income families that is decent, safe, sanitary, and in good repair.  The Residential (Dwelling) Lease Agreement implements polices for each resident at admission, reexamination and at the time of transfer, and in efforts to further its mission, HACEP has completed revisions to the lease.  Federal Regulations [24 CFR 966.3] require public housing authorities (PHA) to provide at least 30 days notice to tenants and resident organizations setting forth proposed changes in the lease agreement form used by the PHA and providing an opportunity to present written comments.  The public comment period was March 23, 2010 to April 22, 2010.  However, additional comments submitted by May 24, 2010 may be considered by HACEP before any revisions are finalized. Comments submitted shall be considered by the PHA before formal adoption of any new lease agreement.
Revisions to the lease agreement are summarized below.
1.  Part ll, 1.F. –Requires tenants to register overnight guests with the Community Manager.  The registration allows HACEP to run a criminal background check on overnight visitors if HACEP has reason to believe the guests actually lives in the unit or if it receives complaints about the gues from other residents or law enforcement.

2.  Part ll, 2.G. – Definition of “temporarily absent”.
3.  Part ll, 5. - Payment Methods.  Rent payments and other charges must be mailed along with payment stub and Tenant Number to the HACEP designated location. Payment by personal checks and drafts will be accepted until more than one (1) Non-Sufficient Funds (NSF) check is presented.  A NSF fee of $25.00 will be assessed against the resident’s account.
4.  Part ll, 11: Tenant Obligations - All policies adopted by the HACEP Board of Commissioners are incorporated by reference in this Lease.
5.  Part II B.5. - Abandoned Units and determination of a unit as abandoned.
6.  Part ll C – Parking.  Expands on rules for parking on HACEP properties, including a limit of 2 vehicles per household, registration of vehicles with management, parking by guests and visitors, and towing and booting of vehicles.
7.  Part ll D.6. – Right of tenants and non-tenants to engage in political and religious activities on HACEP properties.

8.  Part ll E.13 – Pest Control.  Tenant is responsible for payment of non-scheduled pest      control services.
