Family Self-Sufficiency (FSS) Program

For Housing Choice Voucher Program (Section 8) families only
The Objective:
The objective of the Family Self-Sufficiency (FSS) Program is for families who are under the Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) rental assistance program are provided opportunities for education, job training, employment, credit repair, case management, and other forms of social service assistance. These services are provided while living under assisted housing so that they may obtain education, employment, and social skills necessary to achieve economic independence and become self sufficiency.

Service List:

The FSS Program Coordinator is equipped with the resources necessary to help you succeed. The Housing Authority through the Program Coordinating Committee will assist you with the necessary resources to assist you in overcoming obstacles that prevent families from reaching their short and long term goals.
Case Management:

The FSS Program Coordinator provides one-on-one case management to participants by planning and monitoring your goals to become self-sufficiency in reaching your goals. The head of household and FSS Coordinator will occasionally meet to monitor and acquire your realistic goals.
Escrow Account:

The incentive to encourage participation is the establishment of an FSS escrow savings account. A portion of the increase in the family’s rent due to increase in earned income will be credited to the FSS escrow savings account. If the participant is successful in completing the goals stated in the Individual Service Plan, the FSS graduate receives the funds plus interest accumulated in their escrow account. These funds can be used to assist in purchasing a home.

Homeownership:

Upon completion of the Family Self-Sufficiency Program (FSS) the participant will be referred to the Homeownership Coordinator for assistance in purchasing and becoming a first time homebuyer. The FSS participants take priority over other HCV Program homebuyer applicants.
